'BRITISH NEWS

The allegations made by Tony Miles and mentioned in the previocus
bulletin were against Raymond kKeene. Eeene has resigned all his
posts with the B.C.F. giving as his reason his general
“dissatisfaction with British chess management. He also expressed
‘sympathy with Braham Lee who had resigned earlier as RB.C.F.
Secretary. EKeene denied that the allegations made by Miles had
anything to do with his decision to resign. He is to set up ga
rival Chess Agsociation to the RBR.C.F.

From the report in the M.C.C.U. Newsletter it appears that before
Keene resigned he was suspended by the B.C.F. and an independent
enquiry set up to look into the allegations. The worry is that
if these allegations are true then other officials may be
involved. With Keene's resignation however 1 do not know if the
independent enquiry will go ahead.

GRADING LISTS

Brian Hayward, the Notts Grading Officer, informs me that the

B.C.F. are having difficulties in processing the grading data on
their computer. It is unlikely therefore that the grading lists
will be available before the New Year {(Is this another example of
the B.C.F. providing a poor service {for grass roots plavers?
